Radioactive Materials in the Solid Waste Stream  (Dean Ehlert w/ DEQ)
2 types of radioactive material in Solid Waste
· Licensed source: requires either a general or specific license from NRC or Agreement Statement
· Technologically Enhanced naturally occurring radioactive material or Naturally Occurring Radioactive Material.
Examples of radiation sources in Solid Waste:
· Household
· Smoke detectors & watches
· Licensed sources
· Exit signs & Industrial gauges
· Technological enhanced Naturally Occurring Radioactive Material
· Drinking water system filters
· Oil & gas drilling waste
Disposal of Household Items
· Check with manufacturer for “take back programs”
· Disposal in MSWLFs is not prohibited by federal & Idaho Regulations
Disposal of Licensed Material
· Federal or agreement states typically require licensed sources to be transferred to a specific licensee such as a manufacturer distributor, licensed radioactive waste broker or a licensed low-level radioactive waste facility.
