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· Standard 3
· Element B, Factor 1 (Tobacco use is updated on the active problem list or diagnoses).
· Element B, Factor 8 (Data on smoking status and tobacco use are collected as a separate factor to emphasize importance to overall health).
· Element C, Factor 2 Examples of these characteristics can include family/household structure, support systems, risk factors, etc.
· Element C, Factor 6 Assessment of risky and unhealthy behaviors. It should go beyond physical activity and smoking status and include nutrition, oral health, dental care, familial behaviors, second hand smoke exposure, etc.
· Element E, Factor 4 The practice has evidence-based guidelines it uses to clinical decision support related to at least one unhealthy behavior (e.g., obesity, smoking).

· Element E, Factor 6 Areas of focus a practice uses to identify patients likely to benefit from care management and includes programs and services to help patients in self-care or access to community services in areas that include smoking cessation.

· Element A, Factor 2 Assessment of behaviors affecting health, such as smoking status, BMI, alcohol use, and substance use disorders.
· Element D (MUST PASS ELEMENT), Factor 1 The clinic sets goals and acts to improve performance on clinical quality measures in Element A (Can include Tobacco use if chosen in Element A).
· Element D (MUST PASS ELEMENT), Factor 2 The clinic sets goals and acts to improve performance on clinical quality measures in Element A (Can include Tobacco use if it was chosen in Element A).
· Element E, Factor 1 The practice demonstrates that it collects clinical quality measures from Element A, (Can include Tobacco use if chosen in Element D) and assesses the results over time. The practice establishes the number and frequency of data collection points.
